* When everyone is ready, the
presenter will welcome
everyone to the concert and
will make some
announcements.

* The musicians might play their
instruments before the concert
so they can warm up.

* |f you feel that you need to take some time
out, we do have lots of quiet spaces,
including in the Music Room Bar Area.

* Let a steward know that you would like to
leave, and they can take you to this space.
You can return to the main space when you
feel ready.

* |f you would like to bring ear defenders, or
small, quiet sensory items you are
welcome to. We don’t have any at
Liverpool Philharmonic Hall that you can

use.
